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Transcription

All Arabic words and proper names have been transcribed with diacriti-
cal marks according to the Library of Congress system. The Arabic
definite article al- has generally been omitted, following the Persian
convention, when the writer in question wrote chiefly or exclusively
in Persian. The Persian v is used in the dynasty Safavid and in place
names such as Qazvin and Suhravard.

As in the French original, dates are first given according to the
Islamic calendar, followed by the corresponding year of the Christian
era.
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
